T 
HE illness and loss of 
life that resulted from the 
Walkerton Water Tragedy 

in 2000 lead to a dramatic re-
thinking by many regulators and 
municipal water providers of 
how to implement the multiple 
barrier approach to safe drinking 
water. In Ontario, it took over 
six years before the new Clean 
Water Act was passed. This Act 
set out the framework for provi-
sion of the first barrier – Drink-
ing Water Source Protection. 
Since that time, municipalities 
and Conservation Authorities, 
as partners in source protection, 
have started the process of im-
plementing the requirements of 
the new Act. In this paper, we 
describe how what happened in 
Walkerton lead to the Clean Wa-
ter Act and the process currently 
underway in Ontario.

Tim Lotimer is a professional 
geoscientist and consultant with 
Tim Lotimer & Associates Inc 
of Paris, Ontario. He was part of 
the team that helped to under-
stand the cause of the Walker-
ton Water Tragedy and partici-
pated in the Provincial Adviso-
ry Committees that lead to the 
development of the Clean Water 
Act. He is a Fuller Awardee and 
the Ontario Section Director of 
the American Water Works As-
sociation.

Challenging for excellence 
in a challenging world 
—Dr. David Scott

DR. David Scott’s presenta-
tion will focus on achiev-
ing excellence both as an 
individual and as a mem-

ber of a team. He tries to encour-
age people to adopt strategies that 
embrace ideas such as prepar-
ing for change, dealing with set-
backs, motivating and regulating 
thoughts and behaviour, working 
with others, etc....

Dr. Scott is an Associate Pro-
fessor of Sport Psychology in 
the Faculty of Kinesiology at 
the University of New Bruns-
wick.  He completed a B.A. 
(Hons.) in Sports Studies and a 
P.G.C.E. (Teaching Certificate) 
at the University of Ulster, Bel-
fast, Northern Ireland, and an 

MA in Sport Psychology, an MA 
in Psychology, and a Ph.D. in 
Sport and Exercise Psychology 
from the University of Victoria, 
in Victoria, British Columbia.

Dr. Scott teaches and does re-
search in the area of Sport and Ex-
ercise Psychology. Since coming 
to the University of New Bruns-
wick in 1997, he has been in-
volved in a number of research 
projects and published or present-
ed over 80 papers. In addition, he 
has given over 150 invited talks. 

He has been a consultant 
with a large number of com-
panies and government depart-
ments, in addition to being a 
sport psychology consultant 
with a number of teams includ-
ing the Vancouver Canucks, and 
the Philadelphia Flyers, of the 
National Hockey League, the 
Manitoba Moose and the Lou-
isville Panthers of the Ameri-
can Hockey League, the North 
Bay Centennials of the Ontario 

Hockey League, the Moose Jaw 
Warriors and the Swift Current 
Broncos of the Western Hockey 
League, the Moncton Wildcats 
of the Quebec Hockey League, 
as well as with the University of 
New Brunswick Varsity Reds. 
In addition he has worked with 
a number of individual Olym-
pic and World champions. He 
is currently working with the 
Florida Panthers of the National 
Hockey League.
